The Secretary of State’s decision just over one year ago on 25t January
2010, granted planning permission for wind turbines at Bradwell.

BATTLE'S lawyers scrutinised the Inspectors decision and found numerous
flaws and legal reasons to challenge the ruling. Since that time the legal
team have been preparing our case and the hearing will be held at the High
Court on early March and is expected to last 1 day.

However if this happens, BATTLE are
confident that the new Localism Bill will be favourable to our cause. Mr
John Whittingdale, our local MP, gained assurance from the Prime Minister
recently that applications for on shore wind farms will be covered by the
provisions in the Localism Bill. This new Bill will allow local communities a
greater say in local issues, and allow them to draw up plans for
developments considered appropriate to their area — clearly our local
community have overwhelmingly supported BATTLE who have campaigned
for the past 6+ years that a wind farm is inappropriate for the Bradwell site!

BATTLE, with your support have achieved a lot since starting this campaign
